I developed this inquiry because I thought this was an interesting topic that went along with our plant unit that I had never done anything "hands on" with in past years.  So, I wanted to improve on that aspect of this topic.  

I liked having the literature to go with the inquiry.  I was able to gather about 7 books about seed dispersal and read parts of each of them to the class to introduce the different methods.  I was surprised how many students wanted to pick up the books and read them during a free minute.  I also liked how students were able to hypothesize about the method of seed dispersal for their particular seed as well as use their observation skills (which were a little lower than what I expected- we will work on that some more) to record their observations about the seed.

I would like some time to do some more research about how certain seeds actually do travel because I wasn't sure about some of them.  I suppose some seeds can travel using several methods, but wasn't really sure what to conclude about our findings.  After testing the seeds using the different materials, we just drew conclusions about what we THOUGHT the method of dispersal was- but weren't sure.  I would have like to have been sure.  
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
