Plant and Animal Interdependence Investigation
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How do plants and other organisms depend on each other?

What’s happening in class.


In our study of plants we’ve been discussing how many other living things depend on plants for their survival.  We’ve included in this discussion how plants need other species to help them pollinate and reproduce.  As part of our investigation we studied water plants in the classroom.  Ask your student about this exploration.  They should be able to tell you about the interesting things they noticed that allow these plants to survive floating on the surface of a pond or lake.  They should also be able to tell you about the various bugs, larvae and eggs we observed.

What you can do at home.

Join your child in noticing the different ways animals around your home use plants.  Many children’s books also show these types of relationships.  Two of the books we used in class are:
